
 

Understanding your 2010 NOTICE OF PROPOSED PROPERTY TAXES AND 

PROPOSED OR ADOPTED NON-AD VALOREM ASSESSMENTS  
 

The basic structure and the data contained on the 2010  ñNotice of Proposed Property Taxes and 

Proposed Or Adopted Non-Ad Valorem Assessmentsò (Notice) are set by Florida Statute.  In an effort 

to make the Notice more informative and to highlight recent initiatives to decrease property taxes the 

Legislature has added several fields.  At its inception the Notice was designed to inform each taxpayer 

or property owner of the taxes levied on his or her property.  This concept was aptly called ñTruth in 

Millage,ò which is why many refer to the Notice as a ñTRIMò or ñTrim Notice.ò    While  designed to 

be as explicit as possible given the space limitations, there are several fields that contain essential 

information as detailed below: 

Property Identification Number 

Owner Name and Address 

Meeting times and locations of 

various taxing authorities that have 

levied a tax against your property 

Tax rate (expressed as a millage rate) 

and amount of taxes 

Market value of your property 

Contact information for property 

appraiser if you have questions or 

concerns about value or exemption 

status of your property 

Last date to file a formal appeal 

of your property value 

Amount of non-ad valorem 

assessments 

Information regarding savings 

from exemptions and assessment 

limitations
